Black Teas 

British Breakfast
Republic of Tea's "The perfect cuppa"; a blend of "select China, India, Ceylon, and Kenya leaves" and "hearty enough to make any Brit smile in the morning." Great with a splash of milk.

Darjeeling Rhapsody #2
Delightfully smooth, this Darjeeling from Adagio.com is beautiful to look at as well as to taste. A tea that is hard to forget.

Earl “Greyer”
If you like Earl Grey, you'll love this Tea of Republic variety.

French Breakfast Tea
This is Golden Moon’s answer to a more subtle breakfast tea. This comes from the mountains of Ceylon. Its taste is smooth and has a lovely amber color.

Lapsang Souchong
This is considered an exceptional tea with a strong and smoky flavor, to be drunk for "comfort and inspiration" according to The Republic of Tea.

Organic Ceylon Breakfast
This is a "Certified Organic Ceylon Black Orange Pekoe Tea" reported to have a "deep, yet mellow" character.

Yunnan Gold
Adagio calls this tea the one it would take to a dessert island if one could take only one kind of tea. It’s leaves have a lovely gold color and a rich flavor. 



Blended Black Teas

Ginger Peach Black Tea
This is a frequently requested favorite. Black tea with a delightful blend of peach and ginger.

Peach Black Tea
Adagio's right-from-the-orchard peach tea. If you want to experience the taste of a luscious peach, this is your tea!

Pumpkin Spice
Here's Adagio's answer to autumn. You'll love this fragrant "Premium black tea from Sri Lanka flavored with pumpkin and exotic spices. Straight from the jack o' lantern to your cup, this limited edition tea is sure to delight ghosts and ghouls alike. Like the phantoms that haunt your streets, this tea will vanish after Halloween," but luckily for you, we'll have it until it's gone! (You may enjoy a splash of milk.)
Rose Petal
A special blend of rose buds and black tea that is a delight to sip.

Tiger Eye
As Adagio describes this tea: "The gemstone Tiger Eye is described as being 'chatoyant'--having a shimmery light reflecting quality. Our tiger eye blend will do the same for your palate with rich notes of chocolate and caramel.” (You may enjoy a splash of milk.)
Vanilla Almond
A perfect dessert tea, excellent with a bit of milk and sugar




Green Teas
 
Coconut Pouchong
This is Golden Moon's award winning tea,
"composed of long green leaves of rare elegance that produce a serene, light tea. The subtle nectar of young coconut instills a tropical sweetness. . . ."

Jasmine Jazz 
Green tea with the perfect addition of jasmine. Very refreshing.

Moroccan Mint 
This green tea comes from Golden Moon Teas and is said to “offer you an enlivening blend of green tea and fragrant mint leaves. 
This Moroccan Mint loose leaf tea is traditionally served in small glasses with a sprig of fresh mint and a touch of sugar.”

 "Sky Between the Trees" 
One of our favorite greens, Gu Zhang Mao Jian Tea, has a mild flavor enhanced by a slight chestnut taste.

Temple of Heaven Gunpowder  
Golden Moon writes of this tea, that it “is slightly smoky on the palate with a lingering sweetness. We start with young and delicate 
leaves, which are then crafted into tiny pearls. As they steep, they gently open, producing a lovely golden-green cup.”

Oolongs

Ti Kuan Yin Oolong
One of the lighter oolongs, mild, yet distinct with a slightly nutty taste. Named for the “Iron Goddess of Mercy” who ancient stories suggest gave this tea to a deserving man who had refurbished an old temple in which to pay her homage. A great story and a great tea.

Wuyi Oolong
Clearly one of the most soothing oolongs. You’ll note a “peachy” taste. The Republic of Tea calls this a “Cup of Poetry.” Easy to love. 

White Teas


White Peach Tea
Adagio suggests that this is a great first tea for those just beginning to learn about white tea. This tea comes from “the Fujian region of China” and is “flavored with sweet peaches.” Adagio suggests this as “a wonderfully smooth and subtle treat.”

White Peony
“White Peony, known locally as Pai Mu Tan, is a delicate tea made from tea buds collected and withered prior to opening,” according to Adagio Teas. It has a light, yet sweet flavor that white tea lovers enjoy.
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
